Virginia Adian, a retired teacher form Boerne, will speak on the “Texas Fossils” on March 8 at the Gillespie County Agricultural Extension Building, 95 Frederick Road in Fredericksburg, beginning at 7:00PM.  The program is sponsored by the Friends of the Fredericksburg Nature Center as part of their monthly Nature Series programs. The free program is open to the public.
Adian, a Coleman County native, taught science classes for twenty-five years in several parts of Texas. She holds an undergraduate degree in education/biology from Hardin-Simmons University and also has a master’s degree from Southwestern Baptist Seminary in Ft. Worth. She also spent nine years teaching in Liberia and Kenya and was active in wildlife activities during her tenure in Africa. Adian began collecting rocks and fossils at a young age and has had a lifelong interest in geology, paleontology and mineralogy. 
Adian will begin her talk on the different types of fossils and how they were formed. Much of her focus will be on her experience in searching for dinosaurs and mammoths in the state. She participated in a dinosaur dig conducted by the Fort Worth Museum of Science and History. Many of the bones from various digs are now on display in a new wing at the museum featuring Texas dinosaurs. She will have fossil specimens typically found in the Hill Country on display and has agreed to try to identify selected fossils brought by attendees.
